(*1) Even if you meet the conditions for assistance at the time of application, if you subsequently no longer meet the conditions, 
assistance will not be provided.

(*2) If you decide to move out of Kanazawa City after applying, please contact the Board of Education immediately. If you are 
planning to move out of Kanazawa City, please contact the Board of Education of the city, ward, town, or village to which 
you are moving.

(*3) When you move out of Kanazawa city after receipt of the financial aid, we will inform the education board of the city that you 
move to that we have paid the pre-enrollment financial aid for new school expenses

• If applicants qualify for post-enrollment financial aid for school expenses even though they 
did not receive the financial aid for new school supplies, the financial aid for new school supplies will 
be paid after enrollment in August.

Kanazawa City offers partial financial aid for school expenses for individuals who, due to 
financial circumstances, have trouble sending their children to an elementary and/or junior 
high school.

1. Details of financial aid (FY2023)  * Contents are subject to change.

*1 There is a limit to the amount of the aid for extracurricular activities and supplies for physical activities. 
*2 Students of national, prefectural, or private schools are ineligible for financial aid for school lunches and medical expenses.
*3 In order to receive financial aid for medical expenses, it is necessary to apply to the school before receiving medical treatment.

Certification based on 
income level is examined based on the total income in 2023.

3. How to apply

Information about financial aid for school expenses and an application form are provided by schools each April. 
Apply by the deadline specified in the information.
It is necessary to apply each year to continuing receiving the financial aid.
